Historical and Religious Degrees begin with the 
Fifteenth and extend through the Eighteenth, and 
are conferred in Chapters of Rose Croix.

The Chivalric and Philosophic Degrees begin 
with the Nineteenth and extend through the Thir­
tieth, and are conferred in Councils of Kadosh.

The Official Degrees are the Thirty-first and 
Thirty-second, and are conferred in the Con­
sistories.

The jurisdiction of the Supreme Council, 33°, 
A. & A. S. R., for the Southern Jurisdiction of the 
United States of America (“Mother Council of the 
World”), includes all of the United States and 
Territories thereof (as well as the Army and 
Navy of the United States), and also Hawaii and 
the Empires of China and Japan; except the 
States of Maine, New Hampshire, Vermont, 
Massachusetts, Rhode Island, Connecticut, New 
York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Delaware, Ohio, 
Indiana, Illinois, Michigan, and Wisconsin, which 
fifteen States were apportioned by said Supreme 
Council to the Supreme Council for the Northern 
Masonic Jurisdiction of the United States.
