RING 14°
Perfect Elus (14°) of this Jurisdiction should 

wear the ring of the degree on the third finger of 
the left hand (not counting the thumb); it should 
be a flat gold band; engraved within the ring the 
motto of the degree, “Virtus Junxit Mors Non 
Separabit” (Whom Virtue Unites Death Cannot 
Separate), also the name of the brother, and the 
date on which he received the Fourteenth degree.

An applicant for the degrees in this Valley 
must be an affiliated Master Mason in good stand­
ing, and a resident of the State of Texas for six 
months. If lodge membership is held outside of 
Texas, a certificate of good standing or receipt for 
dues for the current year must accompany the 
petition. Forfeiture of rights as a Master Mason 
for any reason works a forfeiture ipso facto of 
all rights in the Scottish Rite.

PATENTS
Handsomely executed patents (in English) will 

be furnished all new members who attain the 
Thirty-second degree. They are issued under the 
seal of the Supreme Council of the Southern 
Jurisdiction of the United States of America.

It is not required that the degrees in all of the 
different Bodies shall be taken at one session. A 
candidate may stop at the close of any one Body, 
if it is not convenient to proceed further.
